In 1838 he was a miller at Sken Brogarden in Annderstads parish, Kronoberg.

He married Stina Carlsdotter (No 29) from the farm Lillarp in the same parish in 1838-
77-20.

They lived at Sken Brogarden in Annderstads until 1841. In that year he left the job as
a miller and they moved to the farm Bokhult Norregard where he became a crofter.

In 1844 he once again became a miller and they moved to Skens Bruk (Skens factory).
There they stayed for one year.

In 1845 they became crofters at Annerstads Byagérd and in 1847 at Osterlund,
Skidckarps Sodergard, still in Anerstads parish.

In 1858 his wife died and he had to leave the croft Osterlund. By that time he was
miserably poor. He lived with his son on the farm Skéckarps Sodergard until 1861.

In 1861 he once again became a crofter at the croft Stenshult, Skéckarps Sodergard.
There he lived alone with his son Jonas (No 14), still miserably poor. In 1862 Jonas
moved out from the croft and he had to live alone there for the rest of his life.
